PTA Active as First Frisco ISD School Opens in the City of McKinney

McKinney, Texas, August 12, 2006 – With both McKinney and Frisco often dubbed as “fastest growing cities” in the state and nation, the two are now united educationally for the first time with the opening of Dr. J. M. Ogle Elementary.

Current Ogle Elementary PTA officers have been meeting all summer and are seeking to fill vacancies on its board, as well as recruit members.  PTA President Jane Cantrell feels parent involvement is needed now more than ever. “Parents who are involved in their child’s education are showing them that education is a priority, therefore they pass that message on to their child by saying this is important enough that I will make time in my schedule to be a part of it,” said Cantrell.

PTA officers have been pounding the pavement to form partnerships with local businesses and vendors, and have had success with food donations from The Olive Garden for the August 11th Faculty Luncheon and from other vendors for snacks during the evening’s Meet the Teacher Night.  PTA officers and volunteers also had success in membership, t-shirt, and commemorative brick sales for the support of Ogle’s inaugural students.
Nestled in the Craig Ranch community, Ogle Elementary will serve students in southwestern McKinney which is a part of the Frisco ISD school zone.  Projected enrollment for the 2006-2007 school year is a little over 600 students, with that number anticipated to rise as more homes being built in the surrounding area are complete.
The staff of Ogle Elementary will be led by educator Laurie Tinsley as principal, who happens to also be a graduate of McKinney High School.
On Monday, August 14th, The Ogle Elementary PTA will host a Parent Welcome Breakfast from 8:00 a.m. – 9:00 a.m. to champion in the start of the new school year.  This “come and go” event will take place in the school library.

The official Ogle Elementary school dedication ceremony is scheduled to take place on Sunday, September 10th at 4:00 p.m. in the school cafeteria.  This marks a tremendous milestone in the coming together of two cities continuously on the rise.  Ogle Elementary is the first to open, however future proposed Frisco ISD sites in the city of McKinney are on the horizon as well.
